The teen birth rate in Dougherty is 20.5 per 1,000, compared to the
Georgia average of 16.5 per 1,000.
10% of teen mothers in Dougherty are giving birth to a second

The STD incidence of youth in Dougherty is 68.9 per 1,000,
compared to the Georgia average of 28.3 per 1,000.
